Many of you have 

probably received the email notices, however what the emails do not specify is the 

documentation you will need to submit when enrolling in your health plan. If you are 

enrolling in an employee plus one or a family plan, you will need to submit copies of: 

• marriage certificates 

• birth certificates 

• adoption papers 

• guardianship papers 

(instructions have not been issued yet as how to submit this documentation) 

If you need a copy of a marriage certificate, and you were married in Hamilton County 

after 1973, you can search and download a copy here https://www.probatect.org/court-

records/court-record-search. Birth Certificates cost $27 each and have to be 

ordered here.
